If the Applicant chooses to record on DVD, on the label side of the DVD, the Applicant’s name in 
full, the full titles of the chosen pieces, and the identi�cation number issued at the time of the online 
application must be clearly written in block letters. Also, on the DVD case, the following must be 
clearly written in block letters: the Applicant’s name in full, the full titles of the chosen pieces, and 
the date and place they were recorded.

・The Video Data or DVD may be excluded from judgment if it was perceived that the hand 
  movement of the Applicant during his/her performance does not synchronize with the sound.
・An automatic audio volume control function of video camera shall not be used. This is because it 
  reduces dynamics and nuances and often results in a recording which does not accurately 
  represent the performance. The Video Data or DVD shall not have extremely loud (or quiet) sound 
  volume, and shall not contain noise.
・The Video Data or DVD must NOT contain, in image or in sound, the name of the Applicant, as the 
  Pre-Selection will be carried out anonymously.
